At last year’s conference, we experienced great success with the implementation of a phenomenal networking event and a new and improved format for the Compact and Deputy Compact Administrators Training.  The CA Training rotating workshops were a hit.  We will continue these activities this year. Topics will include the following: disproportionality, implementation and outcomes of federal legislation such as the Safe and Timely Interstate Placement Act and the lack of funding for timely home studies, the Adam Wash Act of 2006 and the DRA; legal implications of sharing criminal background checks across state lines; how to locate and identify fathers and relatives in interstate placements; and, the importance of medical assistance and education in facilitating the interstate process.  There will also be an in-depth review and discussion of the New ICPC and state introduction and enactment to date.  These are only a few of the topics to be discussed.
